PREDICTING





I use prior knowledge to anticipate what is going to happen in a text before or during reading.





Before


Look at the pictures and the title and think what the book might be about.





During


I wonder what happens next…


I wonder what happens in the end…


I wonder what would happen if…
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CONNECTING


 I make links between what I read and other texts, to me, or to my knowledge of the world.





Text to self 


This book reminds me of a time when:


I had a similar feeling…


I was at a similar place…


I met someone …





Text to text 


I once read a book/ read a text that had:


similar characters


the same setting


similar story line


the same author





Text to world


I know about things in this book because:


I’ve heard about them before…


I saw a TV program about them…
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COMPARING





Th I think about similarities and     differences between what is known and what is portrayed in texts.

This is different to …





How is this different to what I already know?





How is this text the same as another I have read?





How is this story different to my life?





Does the author write similar or different types of texts?

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INFERRING





I combine what is read in the text with my own ideas to create my own interpretation of the text.








I take information from the text and add it to my own ideas to-





make predictions


draw conclusions


make judgements





This helps me to create my own interpretation of the text.
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SYNTHESISING





I bring together pieces of information during or after reading for different purposes.





I understand the text well because I piece together my:


predictions


inferences


connections


comparisons





I self-questioned and created images which helped me make meaning from the text.
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CREATING IMAGES





I use all five senses to create images before, during and after reading.





I use my five senses of:


smell


touch


taste


sight 


hearing


to help draw a  picture of the story in my mind.


I can draw and describe different images about the text.
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SELF QUESTIONING





I think of my own questions before, during and after reading.





I can think of these types of questions: 


I wonder ……….


who, what, when, where, why ……


fat questions …….


skinny questions …….


right there ……..


think and search ………


on my own ……….
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SKIMMING





I flick through a text to get a general idea or overview of the content.





I use skimming to:


see whether the book has information that I need.


determine if there are important parts.


to check the layout to see if there are any pictures or diagrams.


remind me of what I already know.
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SCANNING





I look quickly through material to locate specific information.





I can locate specific details like:


names


dates


places


topic


key words


picture clues
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DETERMINING IMPORTANCE





I make decisions about what is important in a text and what is not.





I ask-


What is my purpose for reading this?


What knowledge do I have about this topic?


Do I believe this text?


What are the important ideas in the text?





I look at text organisation: 


headings, sub headings, titles, illustrations, bold text
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SUMMARISING/ PARAPHRASING





I reduce information to the most important ideas.





I ask-


	What are the main ideas?


	What are the key points?


What is the author trying to  say?





I can identify, record and write the main ideas or most important information in my own words.




















RE-READING





I go back over parts of or whole texts to clarify meaning or to help with word identification.





This helps me to:





clarify meaning.


enhance meaning.


understand the book better.


work out hard words by using the words around them.


read more fluently.
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READING ON





I continue to read when I encounter difficulties or unknown words.





I can:


skip words when I have trouble with reading them.


read the next two or three sentences to try and understand the hard word.


go back and reread to get better meaning.


get clues from other sentences about what the word might be.











ADJUSTING READING RATE





I speed up or slow down my reading depending on the purpose and/or text difficulty.





I read slowly when I want to:


understand new information


clarify meaning


create images


ask questions





I speed up reading when:


scanning for key words


skimming to get the general idea of the text
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SOUNDING OUT





I identify an unknown word by using letter sound relationships to take words apart, attach sounds to the parts and blend the parts back together.





I can:


sound out single letters


sound out combinations of letters


and then blend them together and say the word.
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CHUNKING





I break words apart to help figure out unknown words.





I know that some words are made up of two or three words and this helps me to understand the meaning.





I can chunk words by saying word parts like:


onset (beginning of word)


rime (end of word)


letter combinations


syllables


parts of a word that carry meaning (sign, signature)

USING ANALOGY





I identify unknown words by thinking about what I know about a familiar word and transferring it to a new word.





I can figure unfamiliar words by using my knowledge of words that I already know.


If two words look similar they may have a similar meaning.
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CONSULTING A REFERENCE





I locate word meanings by using a variety of resources.





I can use:


dictionaries


atlas


teachers


adults


internet


encyclopedia


thesaurus


classroom charts and posters


glossaries
